Community Sustainability
Action Plan Update

Lincoln Envirotown Trust collected information from
the Lincoln community over several months including
from discussion groups, meetings and submissions.
From this information a draft community plan
document was developed and distributed to
households in and around Lincoln. The four page
document was kept simple. All the ideas raised by
the community were summarised under 20 main
themes. The community were invited to attend an
action workshop on June 10 to prioritise ideas and
create a timeline for action.

The ideas and actions developed during the work-
shop were collected and have been developed into a
community action plan. The ideas that people are
interested in and prepared to champion are
prioritised and the other ideas are dormant awaiting
action (see the status of Actions below).

Actions underway — reducing use of plastic
shopping bags, testing water quality of the Liffey
steam, reducing waste, working with schools,
planting natives
